She could also visit different habitats,
such as forests, deserts, and mountains, and learn about the biodiversity and ecosystems
that they support. She could also help prevent and combat threats, such as deforestation,
poaching, and invasive species.

By incorporating the SDGs into its stories, Dora the Explorer could help children learn

about the importance of these goals and how they can personally contribute to them. The
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SDGs could also enrich the stories and make them more relevant and engaging for the
children and their families. Dora the Explorer could therefore be a powerful tool to raise
awareness and inspire action for the SDGs among the younger generation, who are the
